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Man admits Jersey care homes abuse

The first person to face trial over claims of sexual abuse at Haut de la Garenne has pleaded guilty to assaulting young boys there.
Michael Aubin admitted two counts of gross indecency and two of indecent assault on children under ten-years-old. He is a 46-year-old cleaner, born in Jersey but lives in St Denys, Southampton. At the time of the assaults which were committed in the ‘70s’ he was a resident at Haut de la Garenne.

Stephen Baker, prosecuting, said the guilty pleas were accepted after “detailed discussions” with police and victims. He said: “The views of each of the complainants has been sought. Each is in agreement with the position the Crown is to take.”

Aubin’s trial, at the Channel Island’s Royal Court in St Helier, is the first to follow a wide-ranging police investigation into allegations of historic child abuse on the island.

Two others have been charged but criminal proceedings are awaited.

Further counts of indecent assault to which Aubin has pleaded not guilty, will be dealt with after his sentencing hearing, which will be on 22nd June 2009.
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
